Alberta Target Archer’s Association

The Canada Winter Games will consist of 20 sporting events that will be hosted from
February 11 to February 27, 2011, with approximately 3600 athletes, coaches and
managers. Archery will occur in the second week of the Games which will be held in
Halifax, NS. All expenses for Team members to the Games are paid and your treatment
by organizers and our Province at this event is second only to the Olympics! The
Provincial/Territorial Team size for Archery at these Games is however only 4 athletes —
1 Male Compound, 1 Male Recurve, 1 Female Compound and 1 Female Recurve.
Selection of just our 4 top archers from such a pool of talented archers will occur in
three Stages spaced over 5 months. The contacts for this event will be our Team’s:

Athlete eligibility “‘requirements”

Resident of Alberta.
Maintain current membership in good standing with the Alberta Target Archers Association.
Must be under 22 as of January 1, 2011 and must be at least 14 years of age as of December 31, 2010
Shoot at least two minimum required scores during a registered 18m FITA between Jan 1, 2009 and
prior to June 15, 2010 and submit their scores to the Team Manager or Coach. Copies or fax’s of score
cards including signature of archer, witnesses and attending Judge are acceptable.

Minimum scores are Male Compound - 540 out of 600 Male Recurve - 470 out of 600

Female Cmpnd — 500 out of 600 Female Rcrv — 440 out of 600

Participate in the 2010 FCA Regionals.

Participate in the 2010 ATAA Indoor Target Provincials (this event will also serve as the last major
event and gathering before Team Trials).

Compete the Athlete Information sheet and provide it to either Team Manager or Coach before the end
of the 2010 ATAA Indoor Target Provincials (April 11™).
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The above seven criteria are the principal requirements to Tryout for a Team Alberta — Archery
position. Further criteria does exist for participation at the Canada Winter Games including
satisfactory anti-doping compliance, non-carded (not nationally funded by the Sports Canada Athlete
Assistance program), not having competed at the Pan American, Olympic or Paralympic Games, etc.
Further Games rules and competition procedures are published in the Archery Technical Package
available from the 2011 Canada Winter Games website (www.canadagames.ca). Archers selected to
the Team are also required to sign an Athlete Agreement with the Alberta Target Archers Association.

Team Tryout format

- Tryout Event — Stage 1 will be held later in June at a location to be announced. Event will consist of
a Registered 18m FITA. This event will be utilized to reduce each category to the top 8 finishers.

- Tryout Event — Stage 2 will be held in July at a location to be announced. Event will consist of 1
Registered Indoor 18m FITA. Following shooting, scores will be added to Stage 1 event scores to
rank the top 8 archers per category for seeding in Tryout Event — Stage 3. Based in order of finish
some archers may be invited to attend the Canada Winter Games Test Event in Halifax NS in
September 2010.

- Tryout Event — Stage 3 will be held in December 2010 at a location to be announced. Event will
utilize double elimination format to final rank archers and identify 2011 CWG Team Alberta
members and alternate members (in Categories with significantly less then 8 competitors an
alternative elimination format may be considered following Stage 2 results). Rounds for this stage
will as much as possible reflect the 2011 Canada Winter Games Format.
