Michael also won Gold for 70m, Bronze for 
50m,  Gold for 30m, Gold in the Junior Men elimination and Silver for overall Fita

2008 -2009 ATAA Junior Mail Matches 

 

RULES 

 

The ATAA mail match events are created with athlete enjoyment in mind.  We would like to state on 

the outset that we are aware that these rules do not completely reflect the FITA or FCA rule book.  In the 

interest of simplicity and practicality we have modified the rules to accommodate clubs all over Alberta.  If 

there are questions or concerns with any rule or rules set out below, please contact the ATAA Junior Direc-

tor. 

MAIL MATCH DATES 

All athletes shall submit their two best scores shot within the following dates: 

November 9, 2008 up to and including November 23, 2008. 

January 4, 2009 up to and including January 18, 2009. 

 February, 8, 2009 up to and including February 22, 2009. 

 

 

REQUIREMENTS FOR SCORE CARDS TO BE DEEMED OFFICIAL 

All scores must meet the following criteria to be considered acceptable for submission. 

Scores must be recorded per FCA Rule Book.  Please see complete details on the ATAA Website   

www.ataa-org.ca     

Each score card must be completed in one day. 

Archers are not required to shoot with timers or lights, or judges, a program coordinator, coach or 

volunteer may monitor the line and settle disputes.  Please note that although these are not 

strict tournament conditions, a volunteer, coach or program coordinator must witness each 

score card before submission. 

 

CATEGORIES 

Archers wishing to submit a score in these mail matches must fit into one of the categories set out 

below (assuming always that this mail match event is for members of Alberta junior programs). 

*Please note that archers may shoot up a category (as per FCA rule book) but may not shoot down a 

category.  It is up to the discretion of the archer.  No archer may shoot in two different age categories 

while being in the same equipment category, however they may shoot in two separate equipment 

categories if the scores are shot during the specified time frame.

RESULTS 

All results must be sent in 5 days after the end of the specified time frame.  It is not required that hard 

copies of the score cards be sent in with results but should be stored in case a discrepancy is noted and 

the card must be checked. 

Results will be compiled by ATAA Junior Director and will be emailed (or mailed if required) to par-

ticipating clubs and posted on the ATAA website no later than 7 days after all results have been turned 

in. 

A Coach or program director submitting these results should include complete contact information in-

cluding a mailing address when submitting their results. 

Coaches, or program directors are encouraged to use an Excel spreadsheet to record their clubôs re-

sults.  A preformatted spreadsheet is posted online on the ATAA website under Junior Program.  Using 

this spreadsheet and emailing it directly to the ATAA Junior Director will ensure a quick return of all 

results and certificates. 

AWARDS 

Certificates of Achievement will be given to all athletes holding the position of 1st,2nd or 3rd place.  

Certificates of Achievement will be mailed out on the date of results being released to coach or pro-

gram director submitting results on behalf of their club or program. 

APPEALS 

All appeals will be held on a per issue basis and will be dealt with solely by the ATAA Junior Director.
