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The Life and Times of Fred Walker 
As I continue the quest for Archery Pioneers the name Fred Walker came up. I called his home in Athabasca and talked 
to Fred and his wife Cathy. We had a lovely talk about his life as an archer. We made an appointment for Herb and I to 
visit Fred and Cathy to reminiscence about old times. When the time came I found out that Fred was in the hospital but 
Cathy assured us that Fred would love to see us. Fred was very happy to see his old buddy Herb that he had not seen in 
years. The afternoon soon slipped away listening to the great archery stories. The nurse came, smiled and closed the door 
as Herb had forgotten his hearing aids. As Fred was telling stories I saw a sparkle in the eyes of a tireless volunteer. Fred 
gave his life to promote the sport of archery. As we shake hands to leave he told me that Dick Hesston had given him the 
complete history of archery in Alberta from 1910-1970. Before Dick passed away, he made Fred promise that these books 
would be given to someone that would do something with them and not store them in someoneôs garage. Yes the books 
are in the Sports Hall of Fame in Red Deer. As we drove back to Lac La Biche, I thought how great it must have been to 
shoot side by side with Albertaôs greats. Fred passed away on October 21, 2008. He will certainly be missed by many but 
never be forgotten. Here are some facts about Fred Walker: 

Fred was born in Lacombe on June 04, 1932 

Fred moved to Calgary in 1951 

Fred joined Calgary Chinooks in 1962 

Fred was one founder of the Calgary Archers 

Fred was president of Calgary Archers, ABA and FCA 

Fred was one of the persons that got 3D as part of FCA. This brought membership from 120 to 1700 within 2 years. 

Fred was a coach, and a Bow 
hunting instructor. 

Fred won numerous awards and 
Trophies. 

Fred moved from Calgary to 
Athabasca in 1999. 

One of Fredôs greatest enjoy-
ments was archery.
