Reminder to all Judges: 

Judges please remember when judging any registered FCA/FITA shoot the following must be done: 

1. Mandatory Equipment Inspection (not an option) 

 ï INCLUDING checking the poundage on all compound bows!!!! You have different categories with 

 different restrictions so this is really important. 

2. Make sure Official FITA stamped targets are used 

 ï black background targets are not allowed! No stamp ï No use 

3. When judging a registered 18 m (600) only a 10 minute break is to be allowed! Refer to rule 8.4.7.1 

 é.There will be only a short break(s) during 60-arrow rounds as may be necessary to change target 

 faces, provide athletes with a chance to use the washrooms, etc. 

 - This does not allow for a lunch break or any time longer then that. Athletes are to shoot 60 

 consecutive arrows. We start the clock after the last arrow is scored. 

4. When making an Arrow Call look at the arrow in question from three (3) different angles. ï 

 - Remember your call is final so an archer wants to know that the proper consideration is given to 

 make the call. 

I have received a number of calls and comments from athletes regarding some of these discrepancies and we as 

judges need to be on the same page. It is hard when judging at your own club to not waver a little but we need 

to remember we are representing the FCA/FITA rules and you never know who is attending the shoot, along 

with what experience of shooter they are. 

*Also please donôt forget to send in a Judge Report following any Judge Assignment.
